Zanshin is that criterion most often missed when a score is assessed. It is the state of continued
commitment in which th€ompetitor maintains awareness of the opponent's potentiality to
counterattack.l.e.: He/shedoes not turn hitier face away during delivery of the technique, and
remains facing the opponent afterwards.

Good Timingmeans delivering a technique when it will have the greatest potential effect.

Correct Distancesimilarly means delivering a technique at the precistadie where it will have
the greatest potential effecthus,if the technique is delivered on an opponent who is rapidly
moving away, the potential effect of that blow is reduced.

Distancingalso relates to the point at which the completed techniquestmrest on or near the

target. A punch or kick that comes somewhere between skin touch and 5 centimetres from the face,
head,or neckmay be said to have the correct distance. However, Jodan techniques, which come
within 5 centimetreglistance of the rget and which the opponent makes no attempt to block or
avoid will be scored, provided the technique meets the other criteria. In Cadeluanat
competition no contact to the head, face,neck,is allowed other than a very light touch
(previouslyknow as a fAskin toucho) for Jodan Kkicks
10 centimetres.

A worthless technique is a worthless techniguegardless of where and how it is delivered. A
technique, which is badly deficient in good form, or lackioger, will score nothing.

Techniques, which land below the belt, may score, as long as they are above the pubic bone. The
neck is a target area and so is the throat. However, no contact to the throat is permitted, although
a score may be awarded for a perly controlled technique, which does not touch.

A technique, which lands upon the shoulder blades, may score. Thecororg part of the
shoulder is the junction of the upper bone of the arm with the shoulder blades and collarbones.

The timeup bell $gnals the end of scoring possibilities in that bout, even thougReffiereanay
inadvertently not halt the bout immediately. The tupebell does not however mean that penalties
cannot be imposed. Penalties can be imposed bRéfereeng Panel up tohe point where the
Competitos leave that area after the bout's conclusion.

neck, groin and joints are particularly susceptible to injdrgereforeany technique, which results

in injury, may be penalised unless caused by the recipientCohgetitos must perform all
techniques with control and gooakin. If they cannot, then regardless of the technique misused, a
warning or penalty must be imposed. Particular care must be exercised in Cadéurind
competition.

Observation
will also reveal any efforts by théompetitorto aggravate slight injury for tactical advantage.
Examples of this are blowing violently through an iefiinose orubbing the face roughly.

Pre-existing injury can produce symptoms out of all proportion to the degree of contact used and
Refereesnust take this into account when considering penalties for seemingly excessive contact.
For example, what appeato be a relatively light contact could result inCompetitorbeing

unable to continue due to the cumulative effect of injury sustained in an earlier bout. Before the
start of a match or bout, thHEatami Managemust examine the medical cards and ensuaethe
Competitos are fit to fight. TheRefereemust be informed if &ompetitorhas been treated for
injury.

Competitos who overfreact to light contact, in an effort to have tRefereepenalise their
opponent, such as holding the face and staggedbout, or falling unacessarily, will be
immediatelypenalised themselves.

The correct penalty fofeigning an injury when the Referee Panel have determined that the
technique in fact was a score is minimum HANSOKU CHUI and in more severe cases HANSOKU
or SHIKKAKU. Feigning an injury, which does not exist, is a serious infraction of the rules.
SHIKKAKU will be imposed othe Competitorfeigning injury i.e., when such things as collapse
and rolling about on the floor are not supported by evidence of commensurate injury as reported
by a neutral doctor.

Exaggerating the effect ofn actual injury is less serious but stilegarded as unacceptable
behaviour and therefore the first instance of exaggeration wikiveca minimunwarning of
HANSOKU CHUI. More serious exaggeration such as staggering around, falling on the floor,
standing up and falling down again and so on meseive HANSOKU directly depending on the
severity of the offence.

Competitorswho receive SHIKKAKU for feigning injury will be taken from the competition area
and put directly into the hands of the WKF Medical Commission, who will carry out an imenediat
examination of th€ompetitor The Medical Commission will submit its report before the end of
the Championship, for the consideration of RefereaCommissionwhom in turn will submit their
report to the EC in the event that they deem further sanistimarranted. Competitorsvho feign

injury will be subject to the strongest penalties, up to and including suspension for life for repeated
offences.

The throat is a particularly vulnerable area and even the slightest contact will be warned or
penalisedunl ess it is the recipientdés own fault.

Throwing techniques are divided into two type
sweeping techniques such as de ashi barai, ko uchi gari, etc., where the opponent is swept off
balance or thrown without being grabbed fiéstand those throws requirg that the opponent be

grabbed by one hand or held as the throw is executed. The only instance where a throw may be
performedwhile holding onto the opponent with both handsssent r apping t he opp
kicking leg.

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XVIII.  An example of MUBOBI is the instance in which @@mpetitorlaunches a committed attack
without regard for personal safety. So@empetitosthrow themselves into a long reveysench,
andare unable to block a counter. Such open attacks constitute an BttBOBI and cannot
score. As a tactical theatrical move, some fighters turn away immediately in a mock display of
dominance to demonstrate a scored point. They drop their guard and da@seness of the
opponent. The purpose of the ttaway is to draw th&eferets
attention to their technique. This is also a clear acMtdBOBI. Should the offender receive an
excessive contact and/or sustain an injury Regereewill issue a Category 2 warning or penalty
and decline to give a penalty to the opponent.

XIX.  Any discourteous behaviour from a member of an official delegation can earn the disqualification
of aCompetitor the entire team, or delegation from the tournament.

The RefereeCommission will decide if tha@ompetitorshall be suspended from the rest of that
competition and/or subsequentngpetitions.

X. A SHIKKAKU can be directly imposed, without warnings of any kind. IRéfereebelieves that
a Competitorhas acted maliciously, regardless of whether or not actual physical injury has been
caused, SHIKKAKU and not HANSOKU, is the correct penalty.

XI. When theRefereeconsiders that &oachis interfering with théboutin progress, he/she will stop
thebout(YAME), approach th€oachand show the signal for discourteous behaviour.

The doctor is
authorised to diagnose and treat injury only.

A Competitorwho is injured during &out in progress and requires medical treatment will be allowed
three minutes in which to receive it.

Once convened, the Appeals Jury will immediately make such inquiries and investigations, as they
deem necessary to substantiate the merit of the protest. Each of the three members i® ailiged
his/her verdict as to the validity of the protest. Abstentions are not acceptable.

Declined Protests

If a protest is found invalid, the Appeals Jury will appoint one of its members to verbally notify the
protester that the protest has been dedline mar k t he ori gi nal document
and have it signed by each of the members of the Appeals Jury, before depositing the protest with the
Treasurer, who in turn will forward it to tighief Referee

Accepted Protests

If a protest is accepted, the appeals Jury will liaise with the Organizing Commission ((REfarek
Commission to take such measures as can be practically carried out to remedy the situation including
the possibilities of:

- Reversing previous judgmerttsat contravene the rules

- Voiding results of the affectdabutsin the pool from the point previous to the incident
- Redoing suclboutsthat have been affected by the incident

The responsibility rests with the Appeals Jury to exercise restraint and sound judgment in taking actions
that will disturb the program of the event in any significant manner. Reversing the process of the
eliminations is a lagiption to secure a fair outcome.

The Appeals Jury will appoint one of its members who will verbally notify the protester that the protest
has been accepted, mar k the original document

In due course the Jury will
review the circumstances leading to the protested decision. Having considered all the facts
available, they will produce a report, andlsha empowered to take such action as may be called
for.

5.  Any protest concerning application of the rules must be announced Bo#wohno later than
one minute after the end of therformanceTheCoachwill request the official protest form from
the Tatami Manager and will have four minutes to have it completed, signed and submitted to
Tatami Manager with the corresponding fee.

Once convened, the Appeals Jury will immediately make such inquiries and investigations, as
they deem necessary to substantiate the merit of the protest. Each of the three meivliged is
to give his/her verdict as to the validity of the protest. Abstentions are not acceptable.

Declined Protests

If a protest is found invalid, the Appeals Jury will appoint one of its members to verbally notify
the protester that the protest hasrbeeclined, mark the original document with the word
ADECLI NED6, and have it signed by each of t
the protest with the Treasurer, who in turn will forward it to the Secretary General.

Accepted Protests

If a protest is accepted, the appeals Jury will liaise with the Organizing Commission (OC) and
RefereeCommission to take such measures as can be practically carried out to remedy the
situation including the possibilities of:

1 Reversing previous judgments tltantravene the rules
1 Issuing a recommendation to the RC that involyedgesare evaluated for sanction

The responsibility rests with the Appeals Jury to exercise restraint and sound judgment in taking
actions that will disturb the program of tleent in any significant manner. Reversing the process
of the eliminations is a last option to secure a fair outcome.

Power and Constraints
The decision of the Appeals Jury is final and can only be overruled by a decision of the Executive
Committee.

The Appals Jury may not impose sanctions or penalties. Their function is to pass judgment on

the merit of the protest and instigate required actions from the RC and OC to take remedial action
to rectify anyRefere@ng procedure found to contravene the rules.

When aCompetitormakes a scoring technique immediately followed by another which makes excessive
contact theJudgeslo not award the score and instead issues a Category 1 warning or penalty (unless it
is the recipientds own fault).

EXCESSIVE CONTACT AND EXAGGERATION

Karate is a Martial Art and a high standard of behaviour is expectedimompetitors|t is unacceptable

that Competitors who receive a light contact, rub their faces, walk or stagger around, bend over, pull
or spit out their gurshields, and otherwise gtend that the contact is severe in order to convince the
Refereeto give a highepenalty to the opponent. This kind of behaviour is cheating and demeans our
sport; it should be quickly penalised.

When aCompetitormakespretenceof having received an excessive contact andRbefereePanel

decide instead that the technique in question was controlled, satisfying all six scoring criteria, then a
score will be awarded and a Category 2 penalty for feigning will be isSiedcorrectpenalty for
feigning an injury when th&efereePanelhave determined that the technique in fact was a score is
minimum HANSOKU CHUI and inmore severe caselANSOKU or SHIKKAKU .

It should be noted that there are no circumstances irhvehiechnique that has made excessive contact
can be given a score.

ZANSHIN

Zanshin is described as a state of continued commitment in whicBotmgetitormaintains total
concentration, observation, and awareness of the opponent's potentiality to -attacter Some
Competitos after delivering a technique will turn their body partially away from the opponent but are
still watching and ready to continueetlaction. Theludgeanust be able to distinguish between this
continued state of readiness and one where&tmpetitorhas turned away, dropped their guard and
concentration, and in effect has ceased fighting.

CATCHING A CHUDAN KICK

Should theJudgesaward a score when @ompetitordelivers a chudan kick and the opponent then
catches the leg before it can be withdrawn?

Provided that the kickinGompetitomaintains ZANSHIN there is no reason why this technique cannot
score provided that it containg six of the scoring criteria. Theoretically, in a real fight scenario, a full
power kick would be deemed to have disabled the opponent and therefore the leg would not be grabbed.
Appropriate control, the target area, and satisfaction of all six crieeeathe deciding factors as to
whether any technique can be awarded a score or not.

THROWING AND INJURIES

Since grabbing hold of the opponent and throwing is allowed under certain conditions it is incumbent
upon allCoachegdo ensure that thei€ompetibrs are trained in and are able to use bridlksafe
landing techniques.

A Competitorwho attempts a throwing technique must comply with the conditions imposed in the
Explanations in Article 6 and Article 8. If@ompetitorthrows their opponent in full compliance with

the stated requirements and an injury results due to the opponery failinake a proper bredil,

then the injured party is responsibéad the thrower should not be penalised.-8alfsed injury can
result when aCompetitoris being thrown, instead of makirgbreakfall land on an extended arm or
elbow, or holds ontthe thrower and pulls them down on top of themselves.

A potentially dangerous situation occurs wheéboanpetitorgrabs both legs to throw the opponent onto

their back or when @ompetitorducks down and bodily lifts the opponent up before throwing hiva. T
Article 8, Explanations Xstatesthai € and t he opponent must be held
I andi ng c aSincebtas diffieultlte endure a safe landing, throws such as this fall into the
prohibited category.

SCORING ON A FALLEN OPPONENT

When aCompetitoris thrown or swept off their feet and is scored upon when their torso (upper body
or trunk) is on the tatami then the score will be IPPON.

VERSION EFFECTIVE FROKORA.
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Should theCompetitorbe hit by a technique whilst still actually falling thedgewill take into account
the direction of falling since if th€Eompetitoris falling away from the technique it will be considered
ineffective and will not be scored.

Should theCompetitod s peuljpdy not be on the tatami when an effective, scoring technique is made,
then the points awarded will be as stated in Articleh@reforethe point(s) awarded wherCampetitor

is scored upon in the act of falling, sitting, kneeling, standing, orijpgrip the air, and all situations
where their torso is not on the tatami will be as follows:

1. Jadan Kicks, three points (IPPON)
2. Chudan Kickstwo points (WAZAARI)
3. Tsuki and Uchi, one point (YUKO)

Judgesnust remember that when indicatihmpaj they are required to tap the floor with the appropriate
flag. AstheRefereestops the bout and returnshiis/hempositionthey will signal theiopinionindicating

For Category 1 infringementiidgesshould extend the crossed flagghe side ofAKA, putting the

red flag in frontor for AO, putting the blue flag in front. This enables Referedo clearly see which
Competitoris regarded as the offender.
